Games
will be scheduled at various locations in the Capital District depending on field availability.
Girls should play in the division they will be in next year. The intention is to help them become
familiar with rules and competition for 2011.

A team does not have to sign up for every Sunday, but they are expected to show up with
enough players to field a team if they do sign up.

$70 charge for each Sunday (2 games) includes the $60 umpire fee per game (only one
umpire per game) and $10 for the game balls supplied by the host league

not been selected) completes the Team Registration form, sends it with a check for $280 (payable to Jackie O’Brien)
to the Rotterdam Girls Softball League, PO Box 6086, Schenectady, NY 12306.

The team will also be responsible for umpire fees for BOTH games ($120).
